This Court honestly, see the details that repeatedly comes back to the same evidence and 
point which is important to the decisions Orders and Judgments made herein :The 
recorder position does not have broad discretion to selectively decide ownership disputes 
or refuse otherwise compliant filings without lawful basis. Debbie Conway decided to 
file documents on the Block Chain, which is forever recorded, she attempted to create a 
relationship contract between the MONICA RENE PADGETT/HALL ESTATE TRUST 
BT and NATIONAL DEFAULT SERVICING CORPORATION and JIM HASTINGS 
LTD without jurisdictional authority Lawful authority and permission from the Trust. 
Debbie Conway was given well over eight months to respond the claims filed against her 
in the Consular Court and recorded in the Eighth Judicial District Court on or about 
March 2022, and decide to retain the District Attorney’s office as her legal representative 
in a personal matter.

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ORDER I: ULTRA VIRES MEDIATION

REMOVAL OF TRUST RECORDS Consular Court / Common Law 

Record Preservation Notice 

This Notice is issued regarding the alleged revocation, deletion, removal, or suppression 
of Trust-related filings, securities instruments, estate records, and associated filings 
connected to the Monica Renee Paget Hall Estate Trust and Melchizedek Priesthood El 
LLC. 

The submitting parties assert that trust and estate records were filed and maintained in 
multiple jurisdictions, including California beginning in or around August 2015, Nevada 
beginning in or around June 2022, Michigan by nativity and estate record claims, and 
through filings preserved within the Consular Court Tribunal and Common Law Court 
records. 

The submitting parties further assert that filings, updates, annual information statements, 
trust records, securities instruments, liens, and related recordings were accepted and 
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acknowledged by filing offices in prior years, including filings associated with estate 
trust interests and Melchizedek Priesthood El LLC. 

It is alleged that in or around 2023, actions were taken by parties associated with the 
Nevada Secretary of State to revoke, suppress, remove, or otherwise interfere with trust-
related filings without lawful notice, without formal process of service, and without 
supporting statutory findings being provided to the filing parties. 

The filing parties object to any alleged revocation, cancellation, deletion, or 
administrative removal of records where: 
1. No written notice was properly served; 
2. No opportunity to cure or contest was provided; 
3. No adjudicated findings were entered;

Petitioners state that on or about April 21, 2023 service attempts and related filings 
involving Aldridge Pite LLP were initiated through the Las Vegas Constable’s Office, 
including payment of service fees.

Petitioners further allege that retaliatory actions, community pressure, threats of physical 
removal, and intimidation occurred in connection with the disputed enforcement events and 
HOA-related activities.

The denial letter stated that the property was 'damaged and taken by law 
enforcement' while simultaneously denying coverage.	

II. POLICY PROVISIONS	

The denial letter quoted portions of the homeowners policy identifying covered perils 
including 'Riot or civil commotion,' 'Vandalism or malicious mischief,' and 'Theft, including 
attempted theft and loss of property from a known location when it is probable that the 
property has been stolen.'

The general conspiracy statute, 18 U.S.C. $ 371, creates an offense "[i]f two or more persons

conspire either to commit any offense against the United States, or to defraud the United States, or any

agency thereof in any manner or for any purpose. (emphasis added). Seo Project, Tenth Annual Survey of

White Collar Crime, 32 Am. Crim. L. Rev. 137, 379-406 (I995[generally discussing $ 371). The

operative language is the so-called "defraud clause," that prohibits conspiracies to defraud the United

States. This clause creates a separate offense from the "offense clause" in Section 371. Both offenses

require the traditional elements of Section 371 conspiracy, including an illegal agreement criminal intent

and proof of an overt act. Ahhough this language is very broa{ cases rely heavily on the definition of
"defraud" provided by the Supreme Court in two early cases, Hass v. Henkel, 21 6 U.S. 462 (1910), and

Hammerschmidt v. United States, 265 U.S. 182 (1924).1n Hass the Court stated: The statute is broad

enough in its terms to include any conspiracy for the purpose of impairing obsructing or defeating the

lawful function of any departnent of government . . . (A)ny conspiracy which is calculated to obstruct or

impair its effrciency and destroy the value of its operation and reports as fair, impartial and reasonably

accurate, would be to defraud the United States by depriving it of its lawful right and duty of
promulgating or diffirsing the information so officially acquired in the way and atthe time required by

law or departmental regulation. Hass,216 U.S. at 479-480.

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ln Hammerschmidt, Chief Justice Taft, defrned "defraud" as follows: To conspire to defraud the

United States means primarily to cheat the Government out of property or money, but it also means to

interfere with or obstruct one of its lawful governmental functions by deceiq craft or trickery or at least

by means drat are dishonest. It is not necessary that the Government shall be subjected to property or

pecuniary loss by dre fraud, but only that its legitimate offcial action and purpose shall be defeated by

misrepresentation, chicane or the overreaching of those charged with carrying out the governmental

intention.

Hammerschmidt"265 U.S. at 188. The general purpose ofthis part of the statute is to protect

governmental functions from frustration and distortion through deceptive practices. Section 371 reaches

"any conspiracy for the purpose of impairing, obstructing or defeating the lawful function of any

deparhnent of Government." Tanner v. United States, 483 U.S. 107,128 (1987); see Dennis v. United

States, 384 U.S. 855 (1 966).

The "defraud part of section 371 criminalizes any willful impairment of a legitimate function of
governmen! whether or not the improper acts or objective are criminal under another stahite." United

States v. Tuohey, 867 F.Zd 534, 537 (9th Cir. 1989).

The word "defraud" in Section 371 not onl5r reaches financial or property loss through use of a

scheme or artifice to defraud but also is designed and intended to protect the integrity of the United States

and its agencies, programs and policies. United States v. Burgin, 621F.2d 1352,1356 (5th Cir.), cert.

denied 449 U.S. 1015 (1980); see United States v- Herrorl 825F.zd 50, 57-58 (5e Cir.); United States v-

Winkle, 587 F.2d705,708 (5th Cir. 1979), cert. denied,444U.S.827 (1979). Thus, proof that the United

States has been defrauded under this statute does not require any showing of monetary or proprietary loss.

United States v. Conover; 772F.2d765 (ltth Cir. 1985), affd, sub. nom. Tannerv. United States, 483

U.S. 107 (1987); United States v. Del Toro, 513 F.2d 656 (2d Cir.), cert. denied, 423 U.S. 826 (1975);

United States v. Jacobs, 475 F.2d270 (2d Cir.), cert. denied 414 U.S. 821 (1973).Thus, if the defendant

and others have engaged in dishonest practices in connection with a prograrn administered by an agency

of the Government, it constitutes a fraud on the United States under Section3Tl.

1990), the defendants'actions in disguising contributions

were designed to evade the Federal Election Commission's reporting requirements and constituted fraud

on the agency under Section3Tl. The intent required for a conspiracy to defraud the government is that

the defendant possessed the intent (a) to defraud, (b) to make false statements or representations to flre

govemment or its agencies in order to obtain property of the government, or that the defendant perforrned

acts or made statements that he/she knew to be false, fraudulent or deceitful to a government agency,

which disrupted the functions of the agency or of the govemment.

It is sufficient for the govemment to prove that the defendant knew the statements were false or

fraudulent when made. The government is not required to prove the statements ultimately resulted in any

actual loss to the government of any property or funds, only that the defendant's activities impeded or

interfered with legitimate governmental functions. See United States v. Puerto, 730 F.zd 627 (l1th Cir.),

cert. denied, 469 U.S. 8 7 Q984); United States v. Tuohey, 867 F.2d 534 (gth Cir. 19E9); United States v.

Sprecher, 783 F. Supp. 133, 156 (S.D.N.Y. lgg}(A%it is suffrcient that the defendant engaged in acts that

interfered with or obstructed a lawful governmental function by deceit craft, trickery or by means that

were dishonest"), modified on other grounds, 988 F-2d 318 (2d Cir- 1993).

In United States v. Madeoy, 912F.2d 1486 (D.C. Cir. 1990), cert. denied,498 U.S. 1105 (1991),

the defendants were convicted of conspiracy to defizud the government and other offenses in connection

with a scheme to fraudulently obtain loan commitments from the Federal Housing Administration (FHA)

or Veterans Administration (VA).

The court held that the district court had properly instructed the jury that: the Government must

prove beyond a reasonable doubt the existence of a scheme or artifice to defraud, with the objective either

of defrauding the FHA or the VA of their lawful right to conduct their business and affairs free from

deceig fraud or misrepresentation, or of obtaining money and property from the FHA by means of false

and fraudulent representations and promises which the defendant knew to be false. Madeoy, 9l2F.2d at

1492.
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Prosecutors considering charges under the de&aud prong ofSection 371, and the offense prong

of Section3Tl shouldbeawareof UnitedStatesv.Minarik, ST5F.zd 1186(6thCir. 1989)holding

limits4 985 F.2d 962 (1993), and related cases. See United States v. Arch Trading Company, 987 F.zd

1087 (4th Cir. 1993). In Minarik, the prosecution was found to have "used the defraud clause in a way

that created great confirsion about the conduct claimed to be illegal," and the conviction was reversed.

875 F.zd at 1196. After Minarik, defendants have frequentty challenged indictments charging violations of
both clauses, although many United States Courts ofAppeals have found it permissible to invoke both

clauses of Section 371.

physical violence against the victim.

By iS nature, however, stalking is not a crime that can be defined with a particularin( discrete set of
acts. Frequently stalking consists of a course of conduct that may involve a broad range of harassing,

intimidating and threatening behavior directed at a victim. The conduct can be as varied as the stalker's

imagination and ability to take actions that harass, threaten, and force himself or herself into the life and

consciousness of the victim. As new technologies become availablg stalkers adapt thor technologies to

new ways of stalking victims, as is the case with the Intemet and cyberstalking. As a result of the breadth

of conduct potentially involved in stalking, anti-stalking statutcs necd to bc rclatively broad to be

effective. At the same time, however, because of that breadth and because stalking can involve exprcssive

conduct and speech, anti-stalking stafirtes must be carcfully formulated and enforced so as not to impinge

upon speech that is protected by the First Amendment. This is particulady tnre with regard to

cyberstalking laws, which fiequently will involve speech overthe Internet.

The Internel moreover, has been rocognized as an important tool for proteeted speech activities. See, e.g.,

Reno v. American Civil Libedes Uoion, 521 U.S. E4,850-52,870 (1997); American Civil Liberties

Union v. Reno,3l F.Supp.2d 473,476,493 (E.D. Pa.

We received your correspondence via the Consumer Financial Protection Bureau (CFPB) dated March
25, 2021, and we appreciate the opportunity to address your concerns about your Ally auto account.

Our records show, on August 26, 2019, you entered into a Simple Interest Vehicle Contract (“Contract”)
with Jim Marsh Kia of Las Vegas, NV for the purchase of a 2015 Kia Optima (“Vehicle”). In the Contract,
you agreed to finance $20,128.88 at an Annual Percentage Rate (APR) of 11.44% in 75 monthly
installments in the amount of $378.67, beginning October 10, 2019. By signing the Contract, you agreed
to the terms and agreed you had an opportunity to review the terms before signing the Contract. The
Contract was later assigned to Ally Bank (“Ally”).  A copy of the Contract is enclosed for your review.

Our records show we have received similar letters from you on January 14, 2021, February 15, 2021, and
April 9, 2021. Your letters were forwarded to our Central Fraud Team for review. As stated in the
enclosed letters Ally sent on January 7, 2021, January 28, 2021, February 1, 2021, and February 17,
2021, these documents are not a payment method recognized by any national or state bank, and Ally will
not accept them as payment on your account.

Today. four states-Colorado. Montana. Nevada. and New Mexico-have completely
banned police officers from using qualified immunity as a defense in state court.

Under the Common Law
and the Laws of America, no where is it expressly given for anyone to have the power
or the right to form a Corporation. Corporations are given birth because of ignorance
on the part of the American people and are operating under implied consent and power
which they have usurped and otherwise stolen from the people. By RIGHT AND LAW
THEY HAVE NO POWER, AUTHORITY OR JURISDICTION, and must be put out of
business by the good Citizens of America in their fight for FREEDOM.
